Christianity isn’t a “Religion”, but rather a Relationship with God made possible through Christ.
God wants us to know Him! In 17:3,4 “This is life eternal, that they might know tfiee!”
Just as we primarily use words to communicate, God primarily speaks to us through His Word.

Ps. 119:104, 105 “Through thy precepts 1 get understanding: therefore I hate every false way.
Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.”

Reflection/Review:

1. The Bible Claims To Be “The Word Of God!” (over 100 times)
A. God’s Word Shares His Characteristics:
1) Inspired: 2 Tim 3:16 ‘A4 scripture is given by inspiration of God, (“God Breathed”)
2) Eternal: Mal. 3:6 ‘T am the Lord, I change not” See also Ps 119:89 and Mt 24:35
3) Powerful: Heb. 4:12 “The Word of God is quick (zao: alive) and powerful...” (energes: active energy)
4) Practical: 2 Tim. 3:16 “afl scripture ...is profitable for doctrine, reproof, correction, instruction in righiteousness:
5) Precious! Ps. 19:7,10, 11 “More to be desired are they than gold. . . : sweeter also than fioney...”

2. Jesus Is Referred To “The Word Of God” (in the flesh) Jn 1:1,14
A. We Learn Of Him Through His Word. Jn 20:31,31; Mt. 11:29
B. We Hear from Him through His word. Jn 14:21

3. The Holy Spirit Uses The Word Of God To Work in our lives!
A. For Conviction. John 16:8 ‘he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment”
B. For Salvation. Jn.3:5-7 “Except a man be born ...of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the Kingdom of God.”
C. For Sanctification. 2 Thess. 2:13 “God hath. ... .chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit
and belief (Pistis: Faith, conviction) of the truth:” Also Eph. 5:25,26; Ps. 119:9-11

Direction:

D. For Transformation. Ro. 12:1,2 “present your bodies a Gving sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God...

And be not conformed to this world: but be transformed (Metamorphoo)
1) Who does this Transforming? God’s Spirit! (See 2 Cor 3:18)
2) How does He do this? “by the renewing (anakai’nosis: renovating)
of your mind, (nous: understanding) See Eph. 5:26
a) Understanding of What? How to be rightly related to God! (1 Jn 1:6-10)
3) Why does He do this? “tfat ye may prove (dokimaz’o: approve) what is that good, (agathos’: beneficial)
and acceptable, (Euar’estos: fully agreeable/Pleasing) and perfect, (tel’ios: complete) will of God.”

Thel’ema: determination, choice. (Rev. 4:11)
4) How do we do this? (Cooperate with him?) Pr. 3:5,6 “Trust in the Lord with all thine heart, lean

not to thine own understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge Him, (yada: know, recognize, understand)
And He shall direct thy paths.” Through His word! Ps. 119:105 “Thy word is a lamp unto my feet”

E. For Service
1) The Holy Spirit uniquely equips us! Ro. 12:6-8 “Hawving then gifts (charisma: endowments)
differing according to the grace that is given to us..”
(char’is: God’s influence on our hearts, and it’s reflection in the life.)

a) The root word of Gifts (charisma) is Grace! (charis)

b) Where does this grace come from? 1 Cor. 12:4-6 “Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same
Spirit. There re differences of administrations, but the same Lord. And there are diversities of operations, but it
is the same God which worketh all in all.”

c) Why is this Grace Given? 7 “The manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man. ..o profit withal”
